Production took place during the protest rallies and lockdown of Bangkok,
but most of the project was shot in and near Rayong, an idyllic harbor on the east coast of the Gulf of Thailand.
Both the short film and the magazine featuring the article won Pearl Awards, which celebrate excellence in
content marketing.

After Thailand | spent several months in my Yogyakarta home. Yogyakarta, or Jogja, is a center of dazzling
creativity where traditional arts and crafts inspire the dynamic contemporary art scene. In Jogja | continue to
produce photographic and multimedia material for a digital publication.

Back to Tokyo in September for more corporate assignments and photographic work for an eBook project on
Kamakura. Kamakura is an ancient town and former capital of the samurai and the birthplace of Zen Buddhism.
